58th Annual DPI/NGO Conference.  All members of the CLC NY WG attended the UN Headquarters in New York on September 7-9, 2005 to listen to panel and roundtable discussions at this conference presented by the Department of Public Information at the UN.

Concurrent to this conference, world leaders and UN staff were engaged in intense negotiations to prepare a document upon which they could all agree in preparation for the World Summit, including confirming each country’s commitment to the MDGs.  When it was determine that the document was being diminished, NGOs were encouraged to advocate to their respective leaders for increased commitment to cooperating with world leaders and working to effect real change for our world, especially the poor. 
General Assembly Meets with Civil Society, the Private Sector, and Non-Governmental Organizations
An historic first!  In June, 2005, UN and government leaders, including Secretary General Kofi Annan, met in round table discussion with civil society, NGOs, and the private sector!
